There is no doubt that God

is a God of justice.
Deuteronomy 32:4 says,
“He is the Rock, His work is
perfect; For all His ways are
justice, A God of truth and
without injustice; Righteous
and upright is He.”
However, that is not to say

acknowledges this: “Moreover I saw under the sun: In the
place of judgment, Wickedness was there; And in the
place of righteousness, Iniquity was there” (Ecclesiastes

First John 5:19 says, “We know that we are of God, and
the whole world lies under the sway of the wicked one.”
